Matthew 7:1-12

JUDGING SELF; ASKING GOD;
SERVING OTHERS

There is abundant need for a right
and sound judgment, illumined by
the Spirit of truth; but there is a
world of difference between it and
the censorious and critical opinions
which we are apt to form and utter
about others. Human nature is fond
of climbing up into the judgment
seat and proclaiming its decisions,
without hearing both sides or calling
witnesses. Beware of basing your
judgment on idle stories and gossip.
In any case, do not utter it, if it be
adverse, unless you have first
prayed about it and sought to turn
the sinner from the error of his
ways. Let God search you, before
you search another. See

Psa 139:23-24; 1Co 4:1-5;

Heb 4:12.

We ask for a gift; we seek for what
we have lost; we knock for
entrance. Only a door stands
between us and Christ! He will not
give us stones or serpents, even if
we clamor for them; but He will
never fail to give good things-and
above all His Holy Spirit-only we
must ask for them.

The Roman Emperor Severus was so
charmed with the Golden Rule that
he had it inscribed on the walls of his
palace. Let us inscribe it on our
hearts and act on it in the power of
the Holy Spirit, who sheds God’s love

abroad in the hearts of those who
believe.

Romans 2:1-11

LEAVE JUDGMENT UNTO GOD

In this chapter the Apostle turns to
address the Jews. His purpose is to
prove that though they may deem
themselves superior to the Gentiles
and capable of judging them, they
may be therefore liable to more
severe judgment; because,
notwithstanding their superior
knowledge, they commit the same
sins. God will judge men, not by
their professions but by their works.
Those who are harshest in
condemning others are often guilty
of the same sins, though in their
own ease they manage to find some
excuse which extenuates their
shortcomings. Rid yourself of the
beam in your own eye, that you
may see clearly how to rid your
brother of his mote, Mat 7:5.

God’s silence does not mean
indifference, but the desire to give
opportunity to repent. The Lamb is
in the midst of the throne, Rev_5:6.
Our redemption is by His precious
blood, and that alone; but the
rewards of the future, and the
enjoyment of what God means by
life, are conditioned upon our
obedience. Glory, honor, and peace
are within your reach, if you will
accept the reconciliation offered you
in Christ, which will bring you into
at-one-ment with God; and if you
will live to do your Heavenly
Father’s will.
